Hello again everyone. There continues to be a great buzz around the school and all the children are 
displaying great attitudes and they are trying so hard. 
 
EYFS / Year1 – MALALA CLASS 
This week I thought I would focus on Malala Class and the fabulous work that is being done with our 
youngest students.  
We are so fortunate to have such small class sizes and the children at Burrough Green really benefit 
– a visitor last year commented that our school offers better provision in terms of teacher/student 
ratios than private schools (typically 20+ in a primary class). 
Our data from last year is amazing – 100% of our Year 1 children passed the phonics screening, 83% 
of our EYFS children were at GLD (a rise of 23% on the previous year!) Amazing!! 

 
      
Our open sessions for new parents (indeed, anyone who is interested!) are quickly coming up. There

There are 2 more of these this term – one for Year 1 (Last week) and one for EYFS – please come 
along. Starting at 9am. Thank you. 
Again, most schools will offer a single phonics meeting for parents; this is another example of how 
our staff work – and, by offering year by year sessions, parents can really understand what needs to 
be done with their specific child.   
As already mentioned, the effect of our phonics teaching is amazing (100% - I can’t say that enough!) 
and if children can achieve, they will achieve.
